E-Waste must be legally disposed by a licensed collector of these products. We pick up your products on a regular schedule; we record what is being recycled, weigh the materials with an electronic scale and we provide you with a detailed receipt and with a Certificate of Conformance.

The Certificate of Conformance protects you in the event of an audit by the MPCA.  Failure to have proper documentation may result in a stern warning.  A second violation may result in a $10,000.00 or larger fine.  BMH Enterprises, L.L.C. has the proper documentation and will work with you to help your company comply with local, state and Federal laws.

 Data Security and Integrity


We have partnered up with another company that believes that the protection of our customers business and personal data is of high priority. Legislation such as the Federal Privacy Act, the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), the Gramm-Leach-Bliley Act and State legislation address privacy issues and how information must be properly destroyed and disposed of, but it is up to you or your vendor to insure you are in compliance.


Electronic storage media can come in many forms; therefore the company we have partnered up with has developed a three stage approach to managing company and/or personal data.

1.) Electronic Data Removal:

Each unit is tracked and logged via manufacturer and serial number. All corporate identification tags removed. Hard drives are electronically wiped using the following software: Wipe Drive Pro v 4.1 manufactured by White Canyon Software.

Wipe Hard Drive - U.S. Department of Defense Approved:

Wipe Drive is one of only five hard drive erasers in the world to be listed as an approved disk sanitizing solution by the U.S. Department of Defense. Wipe hard drives at the DoD 5220.22-M standard featuring multiple overwrites, random characters, and write verification.

WipeDrive PRO Features

1. Sanitizes Hard Drives (DOS and Linux versions).

2. Listed as an Approved Disk Sanitizing tool by the U.S. Department of Defense.

3. Supports any size hard drive (IDE or SCSI).

4. Contains optional command line parameters that enable the user to run the program from a DOS batch file.

5. Permanently erases operating systems, program files, and your data.

6. Erases ALL data from physical drive.

10. Constructs a database of overwritten drives that can be imported into Microsoft Access(R) and Excel(R).

WipeDrive 4.0 can be used with all versions of DOS, Windows 3.x. 9x ME, NT, 2000, XP, OS/2, and PC based Linux/Unix.

2.) Degaussing System

Each hard drive is tracked and logged by manufacturer and serial number. Once information is recorded, the hard drive is degaussed and the destruction date is recorded. A degaussing system is used to completely erase data from magnetic storage media. Simply overwriting magnetic media does not completely erase data. Only a degaussing system can remove data 100% and ensure confidential data is securely and completely erased. The degaussing system will render the hard drive inoperative.

3.) Physical Destruction System:

Shred Pax shredders are built to shred most types of industrial wastes. The AZ15 has been redesigned and specially fitted with a two chamber input application to allow both hard drives and storage media to be totally destroyed. All degaussed hard drives will also be shredded as part of our process to insure total destruction. All storage media is shredded and processed in batch commodities to insure proper recycling or disposal for each media type.

E-Waste Documentation

Why documentation is required:

The Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA)

Enacted in 1976, is the principle Federal law in the United States governing the disposal of solid waste and hazardous waste.

In 1984 Congress expanded the law with amendments to cover small quantity generators of hazardous waste.

In 1986 the law was amended again to cover storage facilities of hazardous waste.

Minnesota Electronic Recycling Law enacted in 2007, covers collection and recycling of video display devices sold to households/consumers: TV’s, monitors and laptop computers. In 2009, further amendments to the law are being enacted.

What’s Required:

Subtitle C: “Cradle to Grave” requirements:

While RCRA handles many regularity functions of hazardous waste, the most notable provisions regard the Subtitle C program, which tracks the progress of hazardous wastes from their point of generation, their transport, recycling and/or their disposal. Due to extensive tracking elements at all points of the life of the hazardous waste, the process is known as the cradle to grave system. Stringent reporting and bookkeeping requirements are required from all parties involved with hazardous wastes.

How our documentation protects you:

1. Our Customer E-Waste Receipt is clear and concise.

2. Our Certificate of Conformance protects you in the event of a MEPA audit. This document is sent to you each time we pick up your recyclable materials. It states that your BMH Enterprises, LLC, paperwork meets all local, state and federal reporting requirements and is signed by our CFO.
